Public Hearing #1
On Monday, December 3, 2007, at 7:28 p.m., Carl Sanford called a Public Hearing to

order. Other members present were Eugene Stoeckel, Larry Ziebarth, and Greg
McBroom. The purpose of the Public Hearing was to consider a request by Sara & Jerry
Rud for a Conditional Use Permit for a kennel permit, Section 25.

Sara Rud explained that she is applying for a kennel permit to be able to keep the dogs
that she already has. They do not breed the dogs, they are just family companions. She
explained that she is a stay at home mom and is usually home and they are contained
within an invisible fence. If she leaves, they are placed in a 40 x 40 kennel, and at night,
they are all brought in and locked up.

Joel Minks asked why someone needs to request a kennel permit when it is their own
dogs and it is not a commercial business and they are not selling the puppies. Is there
something that states that you can only own so many dogs before you need to get a

permit?

Loren Kohnen explained that the ordinance states that not more than three dogs over
six months of age may be kept on any property in the town without a conditional use
permit granted by the Board of Supervisors.

Roxanne Hayes explained that she is the one whom the dogs did damage to her
vehicle. She stated that when she was leaving Sara’s property, there were at least six or
seven dogs looking at her, and another tied to the garage. Does the kennel permit state
how many dogs she can have with the license? She also feels that Sara Rud is an
irresponsible owner of her animals and she should have to take care of the damages
done to her vehicle, instead of paying partial. When she pulled up the driveway, she
stated that there were not any no trespassing signs, there was only a sign for invisible
fencing. She spoke with a few neighbors and some of them said they had to bring her
dogs back to her because they had gotten out. Another neighbor said that her dogs
chased her daughter down the driveway. She was going to come here tonight, but she
didn’'t show up. She questioned the fact that she should have any animals seeing as
how they are out of control. She explained that there was a letter from a lady that she
was talking to on her cell phone when the incident happened. That lady stated that she
heard Mrs. Rud out of control, screaming at Mrs. Hayes to get off of her property, this is
private property, you do not belong here. There was no concern or control over the
animals. She questions the fact that she is a responsible owner.

Bernice Hayes explained that Roxanne was only on the property to find out if some
loose dogs were Sara Rud’s. Roxanne Hayes stated that she was only trying to be a
kind neighbor in case the dogs belonged to her. She also explained that she has the
letters from Sara Rud stating that she was out of control. She stated that Mrs. Rud is not
taking responsibility for the damages done to her vehicle and only paying half and
questioning her honesty. She was totally out of control screaming for her to get off of
her property and to stop hitting her dogs. Mrs. Hayes explained that she was not hitting
the dogs. She had the window rolled down and she was trying to get them off of her car.
