
On Tuesday, December 18, 2007 at 7:30 p.m. Town Board Chairperson Greg
Anderson called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order. Other
Supervisors present were John Roxbury, Jr., Dan Minks and John Moosbrugger.
Supervisor Stephanie Johnston was absent.

Approve Minutes
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to
approve the minutes of November 20, 2007 meeting as printed. Motion Carried.

Approve Financial Report
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to
approve the Financial Report for November 2007 as submitted. Beginning
Balance of Township funds was $185,317.07; total receipts of $4,657.35; total
disbursements of $58,787.18; leaving a balance of $131,187.24. Motion Carried.

Mille Lacs County Sheriffs Depamnent
A representative of the Mille Lacs County Sheriff's Office was not present.

Old Business
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by John Moosbrugger to
table the discussion on the River Conservation RC-1 until after the joint meeting
on 2/4/07. Motion Carried.

The Town Board tabled the discussion on 52nd Street with Stu Bryan until Carl
Sanford has been on the road tour with the DNR.

New Business
Sara Rud, Section 25 was present to request a CUP for a kennel permit to keep
her dogs. She has more than 3 dogs which require a kennel permit. A motion
was made by Dan Minks and seconded by John Roxbury, Jr. to approve the CUP
with the following conditions.

1. The maximum number of dogs is 6.
2. A kennel and shelter be provided for the dogs.
3. All dogs must be spayed and neutered.
4. Invisible fence be maintained.
5. This is to be a private and personal kennel.
6. No boarding.
7. No breeding of dogs for sale.
8. Review permit in one year.
9. Immediate review upon discretion of Town Board Supervisors.
10.The Township be provided with a 33 foot permanent road easement,

with the maximum costs to the owner $125.00. Must be completed
within 90 days of approval.

Motion Carried.

Dan Minks stated that the Staff did find a small
problem within the Ordinances with that. He stated that the rear setback is 50
feet but in Ag. It is 35 feet. Dan stated that maybe the Planning Commission
should look into this to make it consistent.

Open Forum
No residents were present who wished to speak.

Supervisors Reports
Dan Minks stated that with Board of Review coming up that there is a
requirement on at least one Board Supervisor have completed the training. He
stated that his term for the training is running out and he recommends a few
Supervisors attend the training usually held at Short Courses. The Clerk stated
that it is a good idea for all Supervisors to attend the training.

Greg Anderson stated that he has not received any kind of notification back from
the City of Princeton or Greenbush Township in regards to the 1ih Street cost
share of the maintenance of the road.

Clerks Business
The Clerk updated the Board on the dumpster issue she had been working on
from a foreclosure home within the Township. She stated she had send a
certified letter along with an invoice to the mortgage company out of California
that now owns the home and she has not received any correspondence from
them. The Clerk had talked to the County and the Board can motion to have a
special assessment tacked on them for payment. The Board asked the Clerk to
give them one more month to make payment and if they do not then the Board
will add a special assessment to them.

The Clerk stated that Baldwin Township accepted Princeton Townships offer for
snowplowing their roads at the rate of $150.00 per time plowed not per time per
road plowed.

The Clerk stated that the Township budgeted $3,000 for office equipment and it
had not been used so she contacted Dan Minks and Greg Anderson and they
gave her the approval to purchase 2 new computers. The Clerk had gotten a
quote from KDV Technology and they would be able to buy 2 new computers and
their time to come out and install them for the $3,000. The Clerk announced that
she had the computers installed.

The Clerk stated that if the Township were interested in selling the old computers
after the transition period that the Deputy Clerk and her other employer would be
interested in purchasing them. The Board asked the Clerk to contact the MN
Association of Townships to find out if they need to obtain bids on them or if they
can set a price and sell them.
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The Clerk stated that they had received a grant from the Office of the Secretary
of the State for sidewalk repairs. The grant falls under the HAVA rule. The grant
amount is for $1,522.00 and will cover the costs of adding the sidewalk where the
well was installed, adding a sidewalk from the west door to the current sidewalk
and leveling the front sidewalk.

Approve Payment of the Bills
A motion was made by Dan Minks and seconded by John Roxbury, Jr. to
approve payment of the bills Check numbers 7739 - 7775. Motion Carried.

Adjourn
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to adjourn
the meeting at 8:48 p.m. Motion Carried.
