The Clerk asked for nominations for a moderator. A motion was made by
Bonnie Nelson and seconded by Mark Riverblood to nominate John Roxbury, Jr.
Motion Carried.

A motion was made by Eric Minks and seconded by Roger Boettcher to approve
the minutes of the 2007 Annual Meeting as printed. Motion Carried.

A motion was made by Greg Anderson and seconded by Bonnie Nelson to
approve the 2007 Financial Report as follows: Cash balance beginning January
1,2007 was $265,901.35; total receipts of $407,786.58; total disbursements of
$395,818.55; Clerk's cash balance on December 31,2007, was $277,869.38.
Motion Carried. (all amounts include escrow accounts)

A motion was made by Greg Anderson and seconded by Roger Boettcher to
keep Bremer Bank as the depository for the Township. Motion Carried.

A motion was made by John Moosbrugger and seconded by Roger Boettcher to
appoint everyone as their own pound master. Motion Carried.

The next item of business was to discuss moving Township Elections to
November. The County had sent the Clerk a letter asking the Townships to
consider that option. This topic was discussed at the 2006 Annual Meeting and
the Clerk was asked to provide information on how much it costs the Township to
hold Township Elections and provide the information at the 2007 Annual Meeting.
The letter that the Clerk received briefly explained that starting at the 2008
Township Elections it will be mandatory to program and use the HAVA machines.
It will cost around $750.00 - $1000.00 per machine to program them for each
Township Election. The thought was if Township Elections move to November
then the Township will only pay additional charges for elections every other year.
The even number years expenses would be combined with the General
Elections. The Clerk stated it cost roughly $1,268.55 per Township Election.
After some discussion a motion was made by Stephanie Johnston and seconded
by John Moosbrugger to leave the Township Elections. Township Elections will
remain in March. Motion Carried.

Greg Anderson gave a brief road report. He stated that the Township has been
playing catch up and they will only be maintaining the current roads. He stated
that there are no plans to start or complete any major road projects in 2008.
There were no residents present who had any concems with any roads in the
Township.

A motion was made by John Moosbrugger and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to certify the results of the election with Greg Anderson being elected to the
position of Supervisor #1 for a term of three (3) years and John Roxbury, Jr.
being elected to the position of Supervisor #4 for a term of one (3) years. Motion
Carried.

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 p.m. Motion Carried.
