Public Hearing
On Monday, April 7, 2008, at 7:15 p.m., Chairperson Eric Minks called a Public Hearing

John Moosbrugger asked Ms Belmore if she would have customers coming to her
location. She indicated that they may occasionally, but most of her business will be
done through the internet. She stated that she already had plans of cleaning up the
yard. She was just waiting for the weather to cooperate. John Moosbrugger stated that
he was not worried about the clean up because he assumed that she would want to do

that anyway since there may be cusomters coming there.

Tom Braun asked Ms. Belmore if she had a 12 x 14 space that she would be using and
she stated that she did.

Mark Riverblood stated that he feels it is a most appropriate home occupation and
wanted to know if the CUP would be for the entire property, or just the lot with her
home. Ms. Belmore stated that she would only be using the lot that has the home and
buildings on it. Mark Riverblood suggested that maybe a condition of the permit would
be for no outside storage of chemicals. Ms. Belmore stated that there will be no
developing of pictures at her home, and that everything is done digitally.

Millie Schimming stated that she was excited to see this home occupation and definitely
supports it. She also stated that she feels the township should allow some freedom with
the signs and not be so concerned about the size. It shouldn't be so small that it does
not attract new business. It should be big enough that it feels welcoming and not just an
identification of where the business is.

There were no other residents who wished to speak. A motion was made by Larry
Ziebarth and seconded by Tom Braun to close the Public Hearing at 7:27 p.m. Motion

Carried.
