
On Tuesday, April 15, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. Town Board Chairperson Greg
Anderson called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order. Other
Supervisors present were Stephanie Johnston, John Roxbury, Jr., Dan Minks
and John Moosbrugger.

Approve Minutes
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the minutes of March 25, 2008 meeting as printed. Motion Carried.

Approve Financial Report
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the Financial Report for March 2008 as submitted. Beginning
Balance of Township funds was $229,154.03; total receipts of $19,220.45; total
disbursements of $56,210.89; leaving a balance of $192,163.59. Motion Carried.

Mille Lacs County Sheriffs Department
A representative of the Mille Lacs County Sheriffs Office was not present.

Old Business
The next item of business was to discuss the River Conservation RC-1 and
RC-2 motion from the Planning Commission.

John Moosbrugger briefed the residents in attendance of the Planning
Commission's motion which was: "A motion was made by Mark Riverblood to
recommend for the RC-2 District (main branch of the Rum River) to increase the
minimum lot size to 10 acres, of which a minimum of 4 acres is buildable, and to
eliminate the word curves in determining road frontage. Along with that motion,
the Planning Commission would like the draft of RC-1 to be presented to the
Town Board. (The original motion for the draft of RC-1 is documented in the
Planning Commission meeting minutes, dated 7/2/07). Also added to that motion
was to recommend to the Town Board to delete out of both RC-1 and RC-2,
section 300:0672, Planned Cluster Developments and all references to it. In
addition to that, Mark Riverblood motioned to add that cul-de-sacs not be allowed
in River Conservation Zones. The motion was seconded by Tom Braun. Motion
Carried with Eric Minks and Carl Sanford opposed."

Mr. Moosbrugger stated that all of the provisions recommended to the Town
Board were voted upon unanimously by the Planning Commission but at the
Planning Commission meeting held on Apri/ 7, 2008 Mark Riverb/ood motioned
to preclude cul-de-sacs from both River Conservation Zones. Once that
preclusion was made, that part of the recommendation was not unanimous with
two members opposed.

Eric Minks asked the Board to remember that Eugene Stoeckel was absent at
the April 7, 2008 Planning Commission meeting and therefore it was not a full
Board.
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John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to approve Ken to find the most
energy efficient light he can and install it. Motion Carried.

Mr. Henchen also informed the Town Board that there are trees on the Town Hall
property that need to be cut down. He said they are next to the mound system
and should be cleaned out. He asked if the Town Board wanted him to remove
them. The Board stated they would take a look at it on Clean-Up Day, April 26,
2008 to see if they wanted Ken to cut them down.

Millie Schimming questioned the Board in regards to the proposal that will be
written on the River Conservation District. She stated that a majority of the
people who live along the river don't really know what is going on with their land
and the decisions being made concerning their land. She said in her opinion a
lot of the people the Town Board is hearing from are people who live out and
about and love Princeton Township just the way it is. She stated at the last
meeting Eric Minks said when you are dealing with peoples land that they have
owned for generations that they want to protect it from development or
contaminations. She said if you get people who haven't lived here very long they
are going to tell those living in River Conservation what to do and they might
agree with them but it is the approach of it as if they don't know anything. She
said it is human nature when you are told you can't do something it sets some
rebellion in people. She said she is just thinking how people who live in River
Conservation feel.

Eric Minks addressed the Town Board with the comment John Roxbury, Jr. made
earlier in the meeting. John Roxbury, Jr. used the term "whining" to a resident
who was speaking in regards to the River Conservation District. Eric thought that
Mr. Roxbury, Jr. should apologize for his comment. Mr. Roxbury stated he was
sorry. Mr. Roxbury stated"that Eric should also apologize for the comments he
made in regards to the Board and their "knee-jerk reaction" in regards to the
Sutton Case and River Conservation. Eric didn't feel an apology was in order.

Supervisors Reports
There were no reports from any of the Supervisors.

Clerks Business
The Clerk stated she needed a motion from the Town Board for grading services
for Baldwin Township's roads. A motion was made by John Moosbrugger and
seconded by Dan Minks to increase the fee from $100 per time to $125 per time.
Motion Carried.

Approve Payment of the Bills "
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve payment ofthe bills Check numbers 7906 -7939. Motion Carried.
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Adjourn
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to adjoum the meeting at 9:18 p.m. Motion Carried.
