Town Board Chairperson Greg Anderson
called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order. Other Supervisors
present were Stephanie Johnston, Dan Minks and John Roxbury, Jr. Supervisor
John Moosbrugger was absent.

Approve Minutes
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to
approve the minutes of June 17, 2008 meeting as printed. Motion Carried.

Approve Financial Report
A motion was made by Dan Minks and seconded by John Roxbury, Jr. to
approve the Financial Report for June 2008 as submitted. Beginning Balance of
Township funds was $ 165,541.67; total receipts of $2,278.95; total
disbursements of $15,123.04; leaving a balance of $152,697.58. Motion Carried.

A representative of the Mille Lacs County Sheriff's Office was not present.

New Business
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to amend the agenda to include a request by Rum River Trail Association to
upgrade their Liquor License from a Temporary 3.2 to a Temporary On/Sale
which would allow them to serve strong beer and wine coolers at the Grass
Drags. Motion Carried.

The Town Board discussed a Land Split request from William Seefeldt and Wells
Fargo, Section 15. A motion was made by Dan Minks and seconded by John
Roxbury Jr. to approve the Land Split with Wells Fargo paying the cost of the
easement preparation and recording. Motion Carried.

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the Town Hall Payment to USbank in the amount of $10,750.00.
Motion Carried.

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the first half of the 2008 fire contract to the City of Princeton in the
amount of $24,190.00. Motion Carried.

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to
approve the list of Election Judges for the Primary and General Elections.
Motion Carried.
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Rum River Trails Association was present requesting the Town Board upgrade
their Temporary 3.2 Liquor License to a Temporary On/Sale for strong liquor for
the Grass Drags. A motion was made by Dan Minks and seconded by John
Roxbury, Jr. to approve the request. Motion Carried.

Engineers Report
Todd informed the Town Board that he had prepared the easement documents
on 52nd Street and sent them to Mr. Lubrecht for review. He stated he has not
had any contact with Mr. Lubrecht. Greg Anderson stated that Carl Sanford will
be going out to talk to Mr. Lubrecht and once that is done the Clerk should send
a letter to Mr. Lubrecht.

Todd informed the Town Board that the road project was completed near
Whitcomb's Nursery and the Town Board could approve final payment. A motion
was' made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to approve final
payment to Rum River Contracting in the amount of $52,665.99. Motion Carried.

Zoning Administrators Report
Loren Kohnen informed the Town Board on the David Zabel, A-Z, situation. He
stated that the Attorney has filed paperwork to proceed with court proceedings
since there has been no contact from Mr. zabel.

Loren informed the Town Board on the septic Agreements that were signed by
whitcomb's Nursery, Kevin Koppendrayer and Jim Herlofsky. Loren will contact
Jim Herlofsky and Dan Minks will talk to Kevin Koppendrayer to get the issue
solved. Whitcomb's Nursery had their system checked and forwarded a copy of
the papers to the Clerk for the Township file.

Loren informed the Town Board that the Township has received a letter from the
Minnesota Department of Human Services in regards to New Life Christian
Center wanting to open a daycare/preschool with 100 children. Loren stated they
must go through a Conditional Use Permit process. The Clerk is to send a letter
to the Church and to the Department of Human Services explaining the process.

Open Forum
Jay Ingalls of JBI was present requesting the Township open bids in a public
meeting rather than down at Todd McLouth's office. After some discussion the
Town Board stated they would discuss the process and figure something out
before another bid goes out for gravel.

Supervisors Reports
Greg Anderson rresented the Town Board with a breakdown for the cost share
for graveling 17\ Street and 107th Avenue. The City of Princeton will pay
$13,360 and Princeton Township will pay $9,400. A motion was made by John
Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to approve the road work with the
Township paying $9,400. Motion Carried.
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Clerks Business
The Clerk reminded the Town Board of the Summer Short Courses Training in
St. Cloud on Friday, July 18, 2008. She asked if any of the Town Board
Members would be attending the training on the Board of Equalization. All
Supervisors nominated John Moosbrugger to attend the training. John Roxbury,
Jr. stated that if Mr. Moosbrugger could not attend then he would try to juggle his
schedule to attend.

Approve Payment of the Bills
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve payment of the bills Check numbers 8011-8044. Motion Carried.

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to adjourn the meeting at 8:19 p.m. Motion Carried.
