
On Tuesday, June 17, 2008 at 7:30 p.m. Town Board Chairperson Greg
Anderson called the regular monthly Town Board meeting to order. Other
Supervisors present were Stephanie Johnston, Dan Minks, John Moosbrugger
and John Roxbury, Jr.

Approve Minutes
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the minutes of May 20, 2008 meeting as printed. Motion Carried.

Approve Financial Report
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the Financial Report for May 2008 as submitted. Beginning Balance
of Township funds was $ 186,557.08; total receipts of $4,362.59; total
disbursements of $25,409.00; leaving a balance of $165,510.67. Motion Carried.

Mille Lacs County Sheriffs Department
A representative of the Mille Lacs County Sheriff's Office was not present.

Old Business
The Board discussed 52nd Street. Todd McLouth gave a brief history on the road
and shared the information the Clerk had received from the Mille Lacs County
Recorder. After some discussion the Board asked Todd McLouth to draft some
Road Easement documents and present them to Don lubrecht for review. The
Board left it up to Don Lubrecht to review them and decide if he would sign them
or not. If Mr. Lubrecht decides he doesn't want to sign the paperwork giving the
Township road easement then the Board would decide from there what they will
do next.

New Business
Gail Kulik-Jackson was present to let the Township know that she was running
for State Representatives. She informed the Board that she will fight for
Grassroots Govemment and she briefed everyone on her experience working
with Grassroots Govemment.

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan Minks to
approve an On Sale with Sunday Liquor License Renewal for Princeton Lanes &
Lounge. Motion Carried.

The next item on the agenda was to discuss the Conditional Use Permit for Chad
Jordan, Section 30, Home Occupation for a Landscape Business. The Board did
not discuss the CUP since there was a condition on the permit that stated they
would not review the CUP unless complaints were received. The Board asked
the Clerk to send Mr. Jordan a letter to remind him that there are to be no signs
on the property. The Board asked the Clerk to state in the letter that he must
remove the sign or attend the next Board meeting to discuss the issue.
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The Town Board discussed a complaint that was received on 7893 Alpha Road.
The complaint stated there were 4 or 5 dogs that are noisy barkers on the
property. Loren Kohnen was not present at the meeting but the Clerk stated that
Lynn Paulson investigated the complaint and according to him there was one dog
on the property. Lynn parked his vehicle by the fence and the dog came to the
fence and didn't even bark at him. A motion was made by John Moosbrugger
and seconded by John Roxbury, Jr. to do nothing with the complaint at this time.
Motion Carried.

Engineers Report
Todd McLouth briefed the Town Board on the County Sign Program. He stated
that the County would be removing sign for Children at Play and some others
that would not be included in the County project. Todd stated that when they
remove the signs he will let the County know that the Township wants those
signs back so they can be re-installed at the request ofthe residents in those
areas.

Todd discussed the Quotes for the 2008 Gravel and Bituminous & Overlay
improvements. Todd stated that for the Gravel Project West Branch Construction
came in with the lowest quote at $46,985.20. Rum River Contracting Company
came in with the lowest quote at $51,298.60 for the Bituminous &Overlay
Improvements. A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan
Minks awarding the projects to West Branch Construction for the Gravel and
Rum River Contracting Company for the Bituminous &Overlay. Motion Carried.

Zoning Administrators Report
Loren Kohnen was absent.

Open Forum
Brian Dahlheimer stated that he would like to see bids & quotes opened up in
front of the Town Board instead of being done at an office off site. He stated that
just keeps everything fair.

Supervisors Reports
John Roxbury, Jr. stated that per the Fire Chief Princeton Township has had their
first accident in front of Old Log Liquor. He stated he drove by there and they put
some asphalt down on the shoulder but there are markings for a turn lane. He
asked Todd McLouth to look into this.

John Roxbury, Jr. informed the Town Board that there was going to be an Open
House Forum on June 26, 2008 from 5 to 7 at Princeton City Hall. The meeting
is to inform the area on what they will be doing with the bridges in the area.

John Roxbury, Jr. stated that in the Minnesota Association of Townships
newspaper there were new laws that were passed. He asked the Clerks to
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research the laws that pertained to Comp Plans and preserving agricultural,
forest, wildlife and open space.

Clerks Business
The Clerk explained that in preparing for the Budget Meeting next month she
decided that she would like to combine three funds within the general funds that
accounted for legal publishing. She stated she would like to combine them all
into one fund. A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Dan
Minks approving the transfer of 100-41400-351 and 100-41330-351 and
combining them into 100-41130-351. Motion Carried.

The Clerk asked the Town Board if she could have approval to close out the two
escrow accounts for the Sutton's. Todd McLouth stated that he agreed they
could be closed out. A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by
Stephanie Johnston to approve the escrow account be closed out. Motion
Carried.

Approve Payment of the Bills
A motion was made by Dan Minks and seconded by Stephanie Johnston to
approve payment of the bills Check numbers 7981 -8010. Motion Carried.

Adjourn
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by John Moosbrugger to
adjourn the meeting at 8:26 p.m. Motion Carried.
