
Public Hearing
On Monday, March 3, 2008, at 7:15 p.m., Chairperson Eric Minks called a Public
Hearing to order. Other members present were Eugene Stoeckel, Larry Ziebarth, Tom
Braun, Mark Riverblood and John Moosbrugger. The purpose of the Public Hearing was
to consider a Sketch Plan and Preliminary Plat for commercial development called
Northern Crossing, Section 6.

Loren Kohnen explained what his recommendations were. See Exhibit A for all of the
recommendations.

Todd McLouth explained what his recommendations were. See Exhibit B for all of the
recommendations.

Loren Kohnen stated that it is going to be difficult to approve anything now because the
site plan is going to have to change because of the septic sites.

Joel Minks wanted to know how many acres there was in this Plat. Loren Kohnen
indicated almost 10 with the Outlot.

There were no other residents who wished to speak. A motion was made by Tom Braun
and seconded by Eugene Stoeckel to close the Public Hearing at 7:30 p.m. Motion
Carried.

Regular Meeting
At 7:30 p.m. Planning Commission Chairperson Eric Minks called the Regular Monthly
Planning Cornmission Meeting to order.

A motion was made by Eugene Stoeckel and seconded by Tom Braun to approve the
minutes of February 4,2008, as printed. Motion Carried.

The next item up for business was to discuss the Public Hearing to consider a Sketch
Plan and Preliminary Plat for commercial development called Northern Crossing,
Section 6. Chairperson Minks asked Jason Betzler if he would like to take their Plat
back to the drawing board, based on all of the recommendations, and the items that
need to be fixed. Jason indicated yes.

Loren Kohnen stated that he thinks this Plat should be tabled because there are too
many things that need to be corrected. He suggested that Mr. Betzler and Mr. Patnode
give the clerk a signed letter stating that they would like the Plat issue tabled
indefinitely, until such time that they can bring in completed Plans.

Tom Braun motioned to table the Plat for Northern Crossing indefinitely until they come
back with a different Site Plan. Mark Riverblood asked Tom Braun if would amend that
motion to add, at the applicants request. Tom Braun indicated yes. Mark Riverblood
seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

The next item on the agenda was to Discuss Rear Setbacks. Tom Braun indicated that
there have really not been any issues up to this point, so why change it. Tom Braun



motioned to not make any changes to the setbacks. Eugene Stoeckel seconded the
motion. Mark Riverblood indicated that the Counties rear setback for the Ag zone is 50
feet, but the Townships' setback is 35 feet. Mr. Riverblood asked if it was possible to
just make a note of the discrepancy, rather than advertising and calling a Public Hearing
for a minor subdivision ordinance change. Mr. Kohnen stated that in changing the
ordinance they would need a Public Hearing. Todd McLouth stated the Township will
need to change their road standards sometime in the near future, so they can wait until
then and make all of the changes at the same time. Todd indicated that he is keeping a
list of all the things that need to be changed, so the rear setback issue can be added to
it. Chairperson Minks noted that a motion had been made and seconded.
John Moosbrugger stated that the motion could be amended to include that issue on the
lists of things that need to be changed. Tom Braun suggested letting the motion die and
start over. When asked for a vote, all members voted Nay. Motion Died.

Chairperson Minks indicated that the Planning Commission will just make a note that
the rear setbacks in the Ag zone will be changed when all of the other road standard
changes are made.

Loren Kohnen explained that there is another issue they may want to address. He
suggested that when a commercial lot abuts a residential lot, they may want to have the
setback in the commercial the same as the residential, 50 feet instead of 35 feet, to
serve as a buffer. Chairperson Minks stated to add that to the list of changes.

The next item up for business was Open Forum. Joel Minks asked Loren Kohnen if
someone scrapes off the topsoil from a spot, is that considered disturbed, so a septic
system cannot be placed there. Loren indicated yes, but stated that if a field has been
farmed, the topsoil is not considered disturbed. Mark Riverblood asked if a site plan is
approved, is the applicant required to keep both primary and secondary septic sites
intact and undisturbed. Loren Kohnen stated yes.

Todd McLouth asked John Roxbury, Jr. is there was someone at the Fire Department
that the Township could send the plat to in order for them to look at it and get their
comments. John Roxbury, Jr. said to send it to his brother Jim Roxbury at the Fire Dept.

A motion was made by Eugene Stoeckel and seconded by Tom Braun to adjourn the
meeting at 7:54 p.m. Motion Carried.
