Approve Minutes
A motion was made by John Moosbrugger and seconded by John Roxbury, Jr. to

approve the minutes of the September 16, 2008 regular monthly meeting as
printed. Motion Carried.

Approve Financial Report

A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve the Financial Report for September 2008 as submitted. Beginning
Balance of Township funds was $ 195,693.45; total receipts of $2,121.18; total
disbursements of $13,856.35; leaving a balance of $183,958.28. Motion Carried.

Mille Lacs County Sheriffs Department
A representative of the Mille Lacs County Sheriff's Office was not present.

Old Business
The Town Board discussed the Ditch Mowing Contract that Carl Sanford holds

with the Township. Mr. Sanford requested the Town Board increase his contract
to $85.00 per hour from $75.00 per hour. At the September Town Board Meeting
the Town Board asked the Clerk to send Mr. Sanford a letter with a counteroffer
of $80.00 per hour. Carl Sanford contacted the Clerk and stated he would accept
$80.00 per hour. A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by
Stephanie Johnston to approve the Ditch Mowing Contract at $80.00 per hour
effective from September 16, 2008 through September 16, 2010. Motion

Carried. '

New Business

New Life Christian Center was present to request a Conditional Use Permit to
operate a daycare. Loren Kohnen stated that he would need to review the septic
information and the architect plans. He stated he also has a few questions for
the architect. Loren stated he would recommend approval to the Town Board

once he reviews the information.

John Roxbury, Jr. stated that they are applying for a Conditional Use and the
property is in the Agricultural District. He stated that a daycare is not a permitted
use, nor a conditional use in the Township Ordinances in the Agricultural District.
He stated he is concerned about the precedence the Board would be setting.
Dan Minks stated that there are already daycares in the Agricultural Zone. Mr.
Roxbury stated that there are two kinds of daycare. There are the ones with
limited number of children out of a home and then there are daycare centers.















A motion was made by John Moosbrugger and seconded by John Roxbury, Jr. to
approve Princeton Township to snowplow Baldwin Township roads 104", 111 %
and Stone Sheep Crossing (97" Street) at the same rate as last year ($150.00
per time). Motion Carried.

The Clerk informed the Town Board that she had received a letter from the Mille
Lacs County Recorder’s Office asking for an expiration date on land splits once
they have been approved. The Clerk stated that the County is trying to keep
track of splits and they have recently received splits that were approved 4 and 5
years ago to be recorded. The Clerk stated that the Princeton Township
Ordinances do not specify a date that a landsplit will become void if not recorded.
The Board asked the Clerk to place this on the Planning Commission Agenda for

them to discuss.

Approve Payment of the Bills
A motion was made by John Roxbury, Jr. and seconded by Stephanie Johnston
to approve payment of the bills, Check numbers 8134-8174. Motion Carried.
